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Comparisons Between J. H. Allen and Herbert Armstrong on Anglo-Israelism
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Judah’s Sceptre and Joseph’s Birthright, J.H. Allen, 1902
	The United States and British Commonwealth in Prophecy, Herbert W. Armstrong, 1945, 1954
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The Hebrew word for covenant is Beriyth (274)
	The Hebrew word for “covenant” is “beriyth” (The United States in Prophecy 1945: 17)

	…which in Judges 8:33 and 9:4 is used as a proper name, and, for that reason, it is simply transferred into the English text without being translated. It is given there as the name of one of the idols of Israel, namely: Baal-beriyth, and means Baal of (the) covenant. (274)
	In Judges 8:33, and 9:4, the word “covenant” is used as a proper name.... This is quoted in the English text, Authorized Version, without being translated, as “Baalberith,” meaning (margin) “idol of the covenant.” (The United States in Prophecy 1945: 17)
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Today the BRITISH people, or men of the covenant, are called Britons, and are dwelling in the British Isles!!! (275)
	And so the true covenant people today are called the “BRITISH.” And they reside in the “BRITISH ISLES!” (The United States in Prophecy 1945: 17)

	The prophecies which dying Jacob gave concerning what the posterity of each of his sons was to become in the last days, is recorded in the forty-ninth chapter of Genesis. (259)
	In Gen. 49:17, Jacob, foretelling what should befall each of the tribes, says.... (The United States in Prophecy 1945: 17).

	In the division of the land by lot, a narrow strip of seacoast country, west of Ephraim and Benjamin, fell to Dan. (259)
	The tribe of Dan originally occupied a strip of Coast country on the Mediterranean, west of Jerusalem. (The United States in Prophecy 1945: 17)

	Again we are told concerning this same company of six hundred that they came to Laish, (260)
	A little later the same company of 600 armed Danites came to Laish, (The United States in Prophecy 1945: 18)

	And just here we must keep in mind the fact that in the ancient Hebrew there are no written vowels, and that in the word Dan there are only two letters used which are equivalent to the English D and N. Hence it makes no difference if the word is Dan, Don, Dun, Din or Den, it is equal to the Hebrew D-n, in which the speaker sounds the vowel....(262)
	Remember, in the Hebrew, vowels were not written. The sound of the vowels had to be supplied in the speaking. Thus, the word “Dan” in its English equivalent, would be spelled, simply, “Dn.” It might be pronounced as “Dan,” or “Den,” or “Din,” or “Don,” or “Dun,” (The United States in Prophecy 1945: 18)
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Just before Moses died, he, like Jacob, gave prophecies concerning each tribe in Israel, and of Dan he said....(266)
	Just before his death, Moses prophesied of Dan.... (The United States in Prophecy 1945: 18)
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For the people who are known by all historians to have been the first settlers of Ireland are called “Tuatha de Danaans,” which literally means “The tribe of Dan.” (266)
	Irish annals and history show that the first settlers of Ireland, at just this time, were the “Tuatha de Danaans,” which means, translated, “Tribe of Dan.” (The United States in Prophecy 1945: 18)
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That Dan’s leap landed him in Ireland is evident, for in that island we find to this day Dans-Lough, Dan-Sower, Dan-Monism, Dun-dalke, Dun-drum, Don-egal Bay and Don-egal City, with Dun-glow and Lon-don-derry just north of them. But there is also Din-gle, Dun-garven and Duns-more....(266-267)
	And in Ireland we find they left these “waymarks:” “Dans-Laugh,” “Dan-Sower,” “Dun-dalke,” “Dun-drum,” “Don-egal Bay,” “Don-egal City,” “Dun-glow,” “Lon-don-derry, Din-gle, Duns-more....” (The United States in Prophecy 1945: 18)
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...Dunn in the Irish language means just what Dan means in the Hebrew, i.e. a judge. (267)
	The name “Dunn” in the Irish language means the same as “Dan” in the Hebrew; “Judge.” (The United States in Prophecy 1945: 18)

	Before noticing the one great feature of this covenant, we wish to call your attention to some of the minor points; the first of which is, that it also is unconditional...God alone is the responsible party. (17)
	The promise now is UN-conditional. God has SWORN to make it good. Abraham already has performed his part of the agreement. Now God MUST perform His part, without fail. (The United States In Prophecy 1945: 3)

	Another point is, that there is a repetition and confirmation of the multiplicity of children phase of the first covenant, to which is added the first detail as to what shall be a national characteristic of Isaac’s multiplied seed in their relation to other nations, namely: “Thy seed shall possess the gate of his enemies.” (17)
	Notice an additional detail of the promise –the nations who are Abraham’s racial descendants are to “possess the gate of his enemies.” (The United States In Prophecy 1945: 3)
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But that which is called the Birthright has not, in the past, been understood at all, and as yet is understood but by the few. (36)
	Now we come to a most vital distinction, and a bit of Bible truth, known to but very few. (The United States In Prophecy 1945: 3).

	When we say that the word Birthright implies that which comes by right of birth....(36)
	And just what is a birthright? It is that which comes by right of birth (The United States in Prophecy 1945: 4).
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The next legal inheritor of the Birthright was Reuben, the first-born son of Jacob and Leah, his first wife; but he, like Esau, lost it; and Joseph, the first-born son of Rachel, the second and best loved wife of Jacob, succeeded his father in the possession of it. (41)
	The next legal inheritor of the Birthright was Reuben, first-born son of Israel, by his first wife, Leah. But Reuben, like Esau, lost it. And Joseph, eleventh-born of Jacob, but firstborn of Rachel, his second and truly loved wife, received it. (April 1954 PT: 3)
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But that we are right in saying that the first-born is the legal inheritor, is evident from the fact that Reuben, the first born son of Jacob, is declared to have been the heir to the birthright. (41)
	The Birthright belonged, legally, to Reuben, not Joseph. (April 1954 PT: 3)
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At the time of Jacob’s death, all Israel was in Egypt in the land of Goshen. (43)
	At the time of Jacob’s death, he and his sons were living in Egypt. (April 1954 PT, 3)
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When it was reported to Joseph that his father was dying, he took with him his two sons, and hastened to the bedside of the dying patriarch. (44)
	It was reported to Joseph that Jacob, his father, was ill. He took with him his two sons, Manasseh and Ephraim, sons of an Egyptian mother, and hastened to the dying patriarch’s beside. (April 1954 PT: 3-4)
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After Joseph had explained to Jacob, concerning his half-blood Egyptian boys, – Joseph had married an Egyptian woman –then Jacob proceeded to adopt them as his own legal sons. (44)
	Thus did Jacob ADOPT Joseph’s two sons, making them, legally, his own sons. THIS, no doubt, was done because they were half-blood Egyptians. (April 1954 PT: 4)

	At this juncture Joseph noticed that Jacob’s right hand was not resting on Manasseh’s head, and wanted to remove it. (46)
	But at this juncture, Joseph noticed that Jacob’s right hand was not resting upon the head of the firstborn. He endeavored to remove it. (April 1954 PT: 4)
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...with his (Jacob) left hand still on Manasseh’s head, and his right hand on Ephraim’s head, he continues to prophesy; still the prophecies are no longer collective, but special and individual. (46)
	Thus, the promises are no longer collective, possessed jointly. Jacob here was prophesying as to the blessings of each, individually. (April 1954 PT: 10)

	PRIVATE
King Solomon had married strange wives, and because of them he had burnt incense, and sacrificed unto Moloch and other idols; and because of this.... (51)
	He (Solomon) also married Gentile wives from outside nations. Because of them, he burned incense and sacrificed unto Moloch and other idols. As a result of this.... (May 1954 PT: 3)
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The twenty-sixth verse of the same chapter (1 Kings 11) speaks of Jeroboam, the son of Nebat, an Ephrathite, Solomon’s servant. It is known that the word Ephrathite means Ephraimite. (51)
	In I Kings 11:26 you read of Jeroboam, the son of Nebat, an Ephrathite, or Ephraimite, Solomon’s servant. (May 1954 PT: 3)

	PRIVATE
...they (Israel) rebelled. The command to the people was, “To your tents, O Israel!” The challenge to the royal house was, “Now, see to thy own house!” (55)
	Israel rebelled. The command to the people was “To your tents, O Israel!” The challenge to the royal house was “Now, see to thine own house!” (May 1954 PT: 4)
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But Jeroboam fell to thinking that, if his subjects were allowed to continue going to Jerusalem to sacrifice unto the Lord, their hearts would turn again to Rehoboam.... (57)
	Jeroboam was afraid lest his subjects, in going once a year to Jerusalem according to God’s injunction through Moses, should return to Rehoboam.... (May 1954 PT: 5)
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This (idolatry) was the great sin which was such a curse to the people. But we want you to note just how the Lord speaks of it. (58)
	This idolatry, with Sabbath-breaking, was the great national sin, which became such a curse to Israel. Generation after generation, God pleaded with the House of Israel.... (May 1954 PT: 5)
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But the great bulk of Israelites are not the Jews, just as the great bulk of Americans are not Californians, and yet all Californians are Americans... (71)
	Jews are Israelites, just as Californians are Americans. But MOST Israelites are not Jews, just as most Americans are not Californians. (May 1954 PT: 5)

	Thus we see that the first time the word Jew is used in the history of the Abrahamic race is at a time when the Jews and Israel were at war with each other. (74)
	The first place in the Bible where the word “Jew” is used, we find ISRAEL at war against the JEWS! (May 1954 PT: 5)
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According to the Divine record, there have lived in this world only three men who were sanctified before they were born. The first was this same Jeremiah.... (164)
	The Bible mentions three men, only, who were sanctified for their respective offices before they were born – and of these three Jeremiah was the first. (June 1954 PT: 2)
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Hence this young king, the fifth to occupy the throne of David, since Jeremiah had received his commission, was his own grandson. (175)
	This young King Zedekiah, the fifth to occupy the throne after Jeremiah’s commission, and the last king of Judah, therefore, WAS JEREMIAH’S OWN GRANDSON! (June 1954 PT: 15)
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By this climax, the first part of his mission, in all its phases, was now most thoroughly accomplished – namely, the plucking up, throwing down, afflicting. (177)
	Jeremiah has now accomplished the first of his great commission. The throne has been rooted out, the kingdom torn completely down. Judah is now beginning HER national punishment. (June 1954 PT: 15)

	PRIVATE
The next link in the chain of this divine history is of such deep import that it is impossible for us to overestimate its value, as it is the connecting link between sacred history and prophecy (Quotes Jer. 31:28). (182)
	In Jeremiah 31:28 we find repeated this commission of Jeremiah which is the actual connecting link between Bible history and prophecy! (Quotes Jer. 31:28). (June 1954 PT: 15)
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...Jeremiah might be free to finish his Divinely-appointed task.... (190)
	He (Jeremiah) must be free to carry out the second part of his commission. (June 1954 PT: 15)
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Nebuzar-adan...gave Jeremiah privilege to go where he pleased, and provided him with all that was needful for the journey.... (191)
	So Jeremiah was left absolutely free to do as he pleased, supplied even with expense money, and given complete freedom, so that he might perform the second half of his mission. (June 1954 PT: 15)
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This Gedeliah, the son of Ahikam, was the man whom the King of Babylon had made governor of what little there was left in Judea. (191)
	Now this Gedaliah had been made governor over a remnant of Jews in the land by the king of Babylon.... (June 1954 PT: 15)
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Since the capital city of Judea was now destroyed, Gedeliah had been compelled to set up a provincial government in some other city and had chosen Mizpah. (191)
	Since Jerusalem was destroyed, he (Gedeliah) had made Mizpah his headquarters. (June 1954 PT: 15)
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... for the King of Ammon entered into a plot with Ishmael...to assassinate its new governor. (192)
	But the king of Ammon plotted with a Jew named Ishmael to assassinate Gedeliah. (June 1954 PT: 15)
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Quotes Jer. 41:10. What! “The King’s daughters?” we hear you exclaim. (193)
	Quotes Jer. 41:10. Ah! Did you catch it? Read that passage again. Among these Jews were the king’s daughters! (June 1954 PT: 16)
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After Johanan had retaken this captive company, and Ishmael, the traitor, had escaped, then he became afraid of the Chaldeans, and feared that the King of the Chaldean Empire, Nebuchadnezzar, who had placed Gedaliah over them, would, upon hearing what Ishmael had done, send his army and destroy them (Quotes Jer. 42:2-3). (193)
	Soon a man named Johanan replaced Ishmael as leader. And in fear of reprisals from Nebuchadnezzar and the Chaldean army, they appealed to the prophet...(Quotes Jer. 42:2-3). (June 1954 PT: 16)

	PRIVATE
Baruch, the scribe, was the companion of Jeremiah.... (195)
	Baruch was Jeremiah’s constant companion and secretary. (June 1954 PT: 16)
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Note the expression “thy remnant,” i.e., Jeremiah’s.... (198)
	Notice, it is Jeremiah’s remnant.... (June 1954 PT: 16)
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n the Hebrew there is no compound word for north-west as we use it; hence the expression north and west. (227)
	In the Hebrew, the language in which this was originally inspired, there is no word for “NORTHWEST,” but this term is designated by the phrase, “the north and the west.” (Aug.-Sept. 1954 PT: 12)
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When Jehovah confirmed his promise to David concerning the perpetuity of his kingdom...He said.... (226)
	When the Eternal swore to David to perpetuate his throne, He said.... (Aug.-Sept. 1954 PT: 12)
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About 585 B.C. a “notable man,” an “important personage,” a patriarch, a saint...came to Ulster, the most northern province of Ireland, accompanied by a princess, the daughter of an eastern king, and that in company with them was one Simon Brach, Breck, Brack, Barech, Berach, as it is differently spelled....(228-229)
	Later, about 585 B.C., (date of Jeremiah’s transplanting), an elderly white-haired patriarch, sometimes referred to as a “saint,” came to the most northern province of Ireland, Ulster. With him was the princess daughter of an eastern king and a companion called “Simon Brach,” spelled in different histories as “Breck,” “Barech,” “Brach,” “Berach,” etc. (United States in Prophecy 1945: 18-19)
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Her name was Tephi, a pet name...Tea Tephi was her full name, found in Hebrew. (249)
	The princess had a Hebrew name, “Tephi,” – a pet-name, her full name being “Tea-Tephi.” (United States in Prophecy 1945: 19)
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...every king and queen who has reigned in Ireland, Scotland or England has been crowned upon that self-same pillar or coronation stone. (251)
	.

..every king in the history of Ireland, Scotland, and England has been coronated sitting over this stone....(United States in Prophecy 1945: 19)
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
